In concluding the session, individuals were 

asked to make commitments on behalf of their 

organizations to participate in the identified 

action steps of mobility and to support        

coalition efforts. The pledge was unanimous. 

  

Closing remarks from many participants    

revealed an excitement of organization        

representatives and residents joining together 

as a coalition to speak with one voice for the 

greater good of the entire community.
