
Mid -City Moves Closer to Rapid Transit Solutions 
 

On Tuesday, November 27, 2007 at the Metro Career Center Community 

Room, Councilmember Toni Atkins lead an issues briefing on the SR-15 

Freeway Bus Rapid Transit Project status at a community meeting. 

 

San Diego Association of Governments (SANDAG) and Councilmember 

Atkins convened a working group of community and stakeholder representa-

tives to address design solutions for the Bus Rapid Transit System Stations 

in Mid-City. The first meeting of this working group was held immediately 

following the issues briefing and public comments.  

 

Caltrans District Director Pedro Orso-Delgado reported on difficulties and 

safety issues with original rapid transit design and pledged to work with the 

community  to identify viable alternatives to get the Mid-City rapid transit 

stations built and running by the I-15 Bus Rapid Transit System start date in 

2012. 

 

The more than 100 attendees included representatives of several community-

based organizations, agencies, public officials and residents of City Heights 

and adjacent Mid-City Communities. Members of the public asked questions 

and expressed their concerns. 

  

The Working Group, chaired by City Heights resident Steve Russell,        

requested a report back on how other issues identified in prior agreements 

will be resolved. These included proper air quality  monitoring around parks 

and schools,  bike lanes and walking routes, diversion of truck traffic and 

operation of the current plaza decks.
